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Prelude to Your Logo Design: 
A – Find “goodlogo.com” and take a look at some of the information available.

B – Click on “design cases” and explore as many famous logo design methods and histories as you like.

C – Sketch at least 4 famous “design cases” and beside each sketch, write down all significant points that deal with the history and design of that particular logo.

Steps for Logo Completion

1.  Choose a locally or family based company
It must be listed in the regional phone book, or one owned/operated by a parent/relative. (http://aroundkw.com/)
2.  Research and Brainstorm
What does the company do? What is the company philosophy? Create a list of at least 10-20 related images/items (good and bad ideas!)  
3.  Rough Designs and Finished Designs (Pencil work is mandatory)
Create a minimum 1-2 pages of different logo versions for your chosen company by pencil (must be scanned and ‘placed’ in illustrator) and by computer.
· Refer to “10 logo rules” hand out.
· Use only type to see how a logotype may look.  
· Create abstract marks by using one visually suggestive symbol.

· Create pictorial marks by creating a symbol that appears to be something real.
· Get feedback from family/friends
· Choose your “best” one!

4.  Business Card (252pt X 144pt)
It must include your name and position (largest font) as well as a phone number, company name, logo, and other contact information of your choice. This information may be made up. Decorate tastefully with graphics.  Typical font size is 10-12 points.  Do not make fonts smaller than 9 points or larger than 14 points.
5.  Write Up

This must be a brief description of the company philosophy and/or product as well as an explanation of your design idea(s). Principles and/or Elements should be included in the description of your creative work.  (1-2 paragraphs)
6.  Letterhead Design 
It must contain your logo and business information in the top region, or top and bottom regions of your letter-sized art board. Decorate tastefully with graphics.  Typical font size is 10-12 points. Do not make fonts smaller than 9 points or larger than 14 points.  
7.  Submit your work:  
You will hand in each required item for this assignment on a separate Letterhead JPEG: 

1.  Your write up


2.  Your research and brainstorming 


3.  Your rough, developed, and finished designs (pencil and vector versions – 1-2 pages)


4.  Your chosen ‘best’ Logo onto an area not larger than 400px X 400px, centered.


5.  Your Business Card
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
